Availability of the artworks
All the artworks proposed to sell are available. An order cannot be given if the artwork is sold out.
Return and exchange - Retractation
In application of the provisions of Article L.121-16 of the French Consumer’s Code, you benefit from a period of reflection of seven (7) business days from the date of the reception of the artwork.
In case of using your retractation right we will reimburse the sums paid, excluding the cost of return transport. The reimbursement will be done in the following fifteen (15) days after the reception of the artwork.
The order should be returned intact and in its original packaging.

Price
Prices are expressed in Euros. They do not include shipping costs and are free of VAT.
The buyer is warned by e-mail as soon as he validated the payment of his order by the system PayPal.
The entire amount appears if you wish to be bound by the terms and conditions set here and give your delivery address. 
In the event of modification of the prices the purchases are invoiced on the basis of going rate at the time of the recording of the orders.
Delivery
The artworks are sent by an international express transport of the parcel in a shipping tube (TUBECA or similar).
Outside the EU, the delay is thirty (30) days after the receipt of payment and the amount varies depending on the addressee’s country. The possible customs duties and the various taxes will be chargeable to the buyer.
